The REAP experience will provide a fast-track for talented students, enabling them to explore topics of interest, to
prepare for advanced work in their field, and to develop a close academic and professional relationship with a faculty member.
REAP activities should deepen the student’s understanding of how knowledge is developed and interpreted within the discipline
or across disciplines and of the approaches, theories, methodologies, and techniques employed by faculty in their own work.
